The Trails Master Plan takes into account the pedestrian
and cycling infrastructure in the York Region Pedestrian and
Cycling Master Plan and includes best practices and design
guidelines for off-road trails, policy guidelines for trail planning,
recommendations regarding education and promotion
programs that support trail use and healthy living, as well as
trail mapping which presents a connected trail network and
phased implementation strategy.
