PAYING YOUR TAXES
Cash payment is no longer accepted for property taxes 
and water bills at Town facilities. Alternatively, you can 
pay with cash at your financial institution.

Taxes are due from the originally assessed owner or from any subsequent owner. If you have sold the property 
on which these taxes are levied, kindly forward the bill to the new owner or return it to Aurora Town Hall.

Please do not put cash in the mail.

Taxes can be paid at most banks. 
Please note, payments received 
after the due dates are subject to 
late payment charges.

Please allow time for postal delivery or processing time. Payments must reach 
the Town of Aurora by close of business on the due date to avoid interest charges 
being applied. Interest is charged at a rate of 1.25% per month (15% per annum) 
on all property taxes past due.

Interest is applied on the first business day of the month following the due 
date and on the first business day of each month thereafter until all past 
property taxes are paid in full. Partial payments are first applied to any interest 
outstanding and then to taxes outstanding. Interest rates are levied as per By-law 
6397-21 pursuant to section 345 of the Municipal Act 2001, S.O. 2001 c.25.

The Town of Aurora offers the convenience of three pre-authorized payment plans:

1. 11-month payment plan: Payments are withdrawn from your bank account on the last business day of each month, 
commencing in January and ending in November.

2. Installment plan: Tax payments are withdrawn from your bank account on each of the four annual installment due dates.

3. Arrears plan: An agreed-upon amount is withdrawn from your bank account until your account is up-to-date. Monthly 
payments are withdrawn on the last business day of each month to decrease your amount owing. Interest is applied on a 
monthly basis at a rate of 1.25% on any unpaid taxes until the taxes are paid.

How to withdraw: Please visit our website at aurora.ca/taxes and submit the Pre-Authorized Payment Cancellation form. 
Please note that any changes or cancellations must be submitted ten (10) business days prior to the next scheduled 
withdrawal date.

Please be advised, neither Council 
or Town staff have the authority to 
waive or alter late payment or interest        
charges.                                  

Failure to receive a tax notice does 
not excuse a taxpayer from the 
responsibility for payment of taxes 
and does not relieve the owner of late 
payment charges.

Please forward your 2025 property tax bill to your mortgage company for prompt payment.

The Town of Aurora does not accept 
credit card payments in person for 
property taxes.
