PURPOSE: A Minor Variance Application has been submitted to facilitate a new 

2-storey single dwelling, indoor swimming pool, porches, decks and 
patio. 

 
THE FOLLOWING  
VARIANCES ARE  
REQUIRED: 
 

1) Section 18.1.3 of the Zoning By-law states new single residential 

dwellings and related accessory uses on existing lots will only be 

permitted through a minor variance. 

a) The applicant is proposing to construct a two-storey detached 

dwelling. 

 

2) Section 14.1.3(i) of the Zoning By-law states no development or site 

alteration shall occur on that portion of the lot that contains a 

minimum vegetation protection zone. 

a) The applicant is proposing to construct a two-storey detached 

dwelling. 
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3) Section 4.20 of the Zoning By-law states canopies may project 0.7 

metre into any required yard. 

a) The applicant is proposing to construct a two-storey detached 

dwelling, with canopies projecting 1.5 metres into the required 

front yard.
